He then described a bit of the his-
tory of the Peshtigo fire and retold the
story of the families of Couillardville who
apparently understood the high risk of
fire more than a month before the Pesh-
tigo and actually built a back fire to clear
out the “slash” south of the Oconto River
in Couillardville. This decision and action
provided a safe area as the fire made its
way from the Town of Howard to the
Peshtigo area. Jim wondered how many
of us might not be around now had our
ancestors not anticipated, and been so
well prepared for this deadly fire.

Nancy Carey Campbell researched the
circumstances of the life and death of her
Uncle Tony Carey who was killed in WWIIL
just one day before the end of the war.
Based upon her research and family re-
cords and pictures she told, in a pre re-
corded video, the very informative and
touching story of Anthony O Carey .
